Parents                  Restricted match attendance

*Be courteous at all times with coach, opponent, and spectators

*Exercise self-control

*Be familiar with all USTA rules

*Show respect for self, players, coaches and spectators
*Refrain from the use of foul and/or abusive language

Parents Code of Ethics:
*Refrain from getting involved in any match.

*Spectate from outside of the court

*Notify the coach/captain of any problems.

*Be courteous at all times

*Exercise self-control

*Know and understand all USTA rules

*Show respect for self, players, coaches and spectators

*Refrain from the use of foul and/or abusive language
